Welcome to the Safety Council’s motorcycle training program! 

The above RiderCourses will require you to use your own motorcycle/scooter/trike or a borrowed motorcycle/scooter/trike with a release from the owner to participate in the RiderCourse.

Before arriving at your training location, we at the National Safety Council would like for you to have the motorcycle/scooter/trike prepared for the day(s) training by having a few items checked before arriving.
Fuel – Ensure you will have enough fuel for the day or weekend of training.
Tire Air Inflation – Ensure the motorcycle/scooter/trike tires have been inflated to the proper inflation specifications. 

Tire Tread – Ensure the motorcycle/scooter/trike tires have at least 2/32nd of tread at the lowest spot. 

Wheels – Bent Rims and broken spokes are a safety hazard, please have them repaired before the training day.
Brakes – Ensure the brakes, both front and rear, work properly.

Controls – Ensure the throttle, brake lever, clutch lever, shifter, and rear brake lever work properly.
Fluid Levels/Leaks – Ensure the oil and antifreeze levels are full. Ensure your motorcycle/scooter/trike does not have fluids leaking to the ground as to cause a hazard.

Running Issues – Ensure your motorcycle/scooter/trike is in proper running condition to where you can safely finish the range session(s).
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
