What courses are offered, and what does each course do for me?
We offer the Basic Rider Course (BRC), Scooter Basic Rider Course (SBRC), the Basic Rider Course 2(BRC2) (formerly the Experienced Rider Course, or ERC), and an optional "prep" course called Motorcycle 101 (MC101). 

Motorcycle 101 is for riders who think they may need extra time to learn motorcycling skills. If you have balance issues; desire an inexpensive introduction to the very basics of motorcycles, an extremely small course size, or all of the above, this may be an option for you. This course does not earn any Nebraska recognized endorsement and is not a prerequisite to the BRC. The Motorcycle Safety Foundation's position is that any rider should be able to start with the BRC. However, we have found that some people desire a shorter introduction to motorcycling before they attempt the BRC. This course offers a 4:1 maximum student/instructor ratio and is a 5 hour course – Sunday’s from 8am to 1pm.
The Basic Rider Course (BRC) is the course to take if you've never ridden or haven't ridden in a long time. You'll learn clutch control and become comfortable with the bike. At graduation, you'll have earned your Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF) completion card.  You’ll take the MSF completion card to the Nebraska Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) and they’ll add the motorcycle endorsement to your license. The BRC is 16 hours long, spread over 2 1/2 days. It contains 6 hours in the classroom with a written multiple choice exam during the second classroom session and 10 hours of on range exercises including the range evaluation during the second range session. Passing rate for the written test is around 99% and the passing rate for the range evaluation is about 90% on the 1st attempt.  Range evaluation retest-twice at no charge.
The Scooter Basic Rider Course (SBRC) is an entry-level, learn-to-ride scooter training and education course.  Participants learn similar fundamental skills as in the MSF Basic Rider Course, but the entire course uses scooters.  The curriculum follows the basic template of the BRC and you will use your own street legal and mechanically sound scooter. At graduation, you'll have earned your Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF) completion card. You’ll take the MSF completion card to the Nebraska Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) and they’ll add the scooter endorsement to your license. The SBRC is 16 hours long, spread over 2 1/2 days. The SBRC contains 6 hours in the classroom with a written multiple choice exam during the second classroom session and 10 hours of on range exercises including the range evaluation during the second range session. 

The Basic Rider Course 2 (BRC2) is a rider course for experienced riders, defined as a rider who has been riding for at least a year, at least 3,000 miles ridden. This is a 2 day course on a Saturday and Sunday from 1 – 5 pm.  All exercises are held on the range as well as a written multiple choice exam and a range evaluation. You will use your own street legal and mechanically sound motorcycle on our course. Regardless of whether you are riding a 500cc or a 1800cc Sport Bike or a Cruiser this course is recommended for all riders every three years. Some insurer's give discounts for completing this course. If you meet our definition of "Experienced" rider, you may take the BRC2 to earn your Nebraska motorcycle endorsement. Once you pass the written and range evaluations you’ll take the MSF completion card to the Nebraska Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) and they’ll add the motorcycle endorsement to your license.
Who Must Have a Nebraska License?

Any Nebraska resident who operates a motor vehicle on the streets and highways of Nebraska must have a license.
If I have a valid Nebraska driver’s license, do I need to obtain a Motorcycle Learner’s Permit?

No. A Learner's Permit is not required for any motorcycle riding course.

What is a motorcycle endorsement?
A M endorsement authorizes a license holder to operate a motorcycle, scooter or 3wheel/3track motor vehicle.
The MZ endorsement is for scooter or 3wheel only.  Minimum Age: 17. Individuals under the age of 18 may not apply until they have held a Provisional Operator’s Permit (POP) for at least 12 months and have not accumulated three or more points on their driving record during the previous 12 month period.  Exception, those with a POP (under age 18) can obtain their motorcycle endorsement at age 16 and can take the course at age 15.
I have no driver license, or an expired license. Can I take course?
To earn your endorsement, you must have a valid Nebraska driver license at the time of course. If your license is not valid for any reason at the start of course, the DMV will refuse to add your endorsement.

I have a driver license from a state other than Nebraska. Now what?
Your state may accept our program for your home state's endorsement. You'll need to check with them before you take course. Iowa residents must take the course in Iowa.

I'm in the Military with a Nebraska Driver License or Learner's Permit. Can I enroll?
There may be an option for you to have the course provided through Offutt AFB. Contact Base Safety for details. If that option is not available to you, you may enroll through the civilian program at the Council.

I'm in the Military with an Out of State license. Can I enroll?
There may be an option for you to have the course provided through Offutt AFB. Contact Base Safety for details. The laws of your home state will determine if the endorsement would be added to your driver license. If that option is not available to you, you may enroll through the civilian program at the Council.

How are Basic Rider Courses (BRC) arranged?
There are two sessions. A "M” session and a "N" Session. Both sessions meet on Friday evenings, 6 – 9 PM. The "M" session then has range Saturday morning, a second classroom session Saturday afternoon, and the final range session on Sunday morning. The “N” session has its first range Saturday afternoon, a second classroom session Sunday morning, and the final range session Sunday afternoon.

Do I need to own a motorcycle?
For the BRC or Motorcycle 101, no. We provide the motorcycles. 

For the BRC2 (formally ERC), yes. You use your own motorcycle.

For the SBRC, yes, you use your own scooter.

If you are borrowing a bike or scooter we will need proof of insurance and a written and signed permission slip from the owner of the bike prior to beginning the course.

RIDING GEAR: What gear do I need on the range?
All riders will need a helmet (some loaner's are available at no charge), eye protection (eyeglasses and sunglasses for range purposes are acceptable), long sleeve shirt / jacket, long pants (boot cut preferred), full finger gloves (preferably leather), and over the ankle footwear.

What else do I need to bring to the range?
We recommend you bring water / fluids, particularly on hot days. Sunblock is also recommended.

Can I ride my motorcycle or scooter to the range?
We do not determine which vehicle you should ride to the range. However, if you aren't licensed you shouldn't be riding on the street. Unless you are enrolled and actively participating in a course that calls for it, you may not ride your personal motorcycle on our range at any time. 
Are restrooms available at the range?
A porta potty is available.

How do I get to the classroom?
Classroom sessions are located at 11620 M Circle, Omaha, NE 68137, lower level, west side of the building.  We are located just southeast of 120th and “L” Streets.
How do I get to the range?
Directions will be provided at course or via mail for the BRC2 and a map will be distributed on the first night of course for the BRC and SBRC courses.
What about inclement weather?
We will usually ride some of the range exercises in the rain, so be sure to bring rain gear. However, heavy downpours hail or lightning will cause us to re-schedule range sessions. High heat conditions may cause us to move to earlier/later in the day to avoid the peak heat hours. The RiderCoaches will determine any rescheduling circumstances.

Can I reschedule my course?
We realize that your schedule may change at the last minute and/or emergencies may occur preventing you from attending. Understand that the motorcycle safety training courses fill up fast and there is a high demand for each course. Once registered, we do not refund tuition or fees for cancellations, no shows, or reschedules unless we can place another student in your slot. Please advise us as soon as possible of your need to reschedule or cancel. A (7) seven day advance notice to reschedule or cancel will greatly increase the odds that we will be able to find a replacement. All changes are subject either to our Reschedule/Refund Policy even if we are able to fill the slot you vacate. We reserve the right to change or cancel courses. In that event, the above policy does not apply. 
 

Am I eligible for insurance discounts?
Some insurers will offer discounts to graduates of our program. Ask if your insurer offers a discount for completing a Motorcycle Safety Foundation Basic Rider Course or Basic Rider Course 2. We do not guarantee discounts.

Are Helmets Required?
Pursuant to Nebraska law, helmets are required to be worn by all riders and passengers whenever they are on a motorcycle/scooter/trike. The Council supports Nebraska's helmet law and encourages all riders to petition lawmakers to retain our helmet law with no changes. Compared to surrounding states with no helmet law, Nebraska's motorcycle fatalities are far fewer, injuries are greatly reduced, costs are much lower, and our insurance premiums are adjusted accordingly. 
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
