








»  Stop at the curb before crossing the
street.

e Look LEFT, RIGHT, then LEFT again
before crossing.

» If you are crossing in front of stopped
cars, make sure the driver knows you
are there.

e Cross when it is clear, but kéep looking ’
both ways for cars. |
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Wear a helmet every time you ride your bike.

e  Stop at corners, alleys, and parking lots. Look LEFT,
RIGHT, LEFT before crossing.

e Ride on the sidewalk. If there are no sidewalks, ride
with the traffic.

e Obey stop signs and lights. Walk your bike across
busy intersections.
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e  Sit quietly in your seat.
e  Don’t throw anything inside or outside of the bus.
e Keep hands and body inside of the bus.
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When you are in an automobile or van, ride |
buckled up — EVERY time — EVERY trip!

The safest place to ride in a car is in the back seat.
Make sure everyone in the vehicle is buckled up.
